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India is on the threshold of an unique demographic dividend with young persons within
the age group of 13-35 years comprising more than 40% of the total population of India.
This cohort which is the most vibrant ad dynamic segment of the country's population
constitutes potentially its most valuable human resource. This "Youth Bulge” in the light
of its impact on work participation and dependency ratios has been called a window of
opportunity in terms of growth and development of our country, an opportunity which
would need to be seized before the window closes. This poses its own challenges with
reference to inclusive growth and the need to bridge divides. The requirements for
this will transcend sectoral programmes, and would require a variety of interventions
and programmes aimed at addressing the youth in a multi-dimensional manner.

Various sectoral initiatives, in spite of their primacy in terms of the overall socio-
economic policy, will not be enough and sizeable investment will also have to be made
on youth, per se, through measures and schemes that the sectoral initiatives, cannot
by themselves, take care of. The Ministry of Youth Affairs has been designated as the
nodal Ministry for development and empowerment of youth and adolescents in the
country. To achieve the goals of empowering and enabling the youth to become
effective and productive participants, a de novo look at the existing policies,
instruments and institutions, initiation of innovative policies, efficient, effective and
creative ways to rejuvenate institutions have been taken up. Synergy and convergence
of efforts with other Ministries/Departments have also been initiated.

"Sports” as an identifiable subject needs to be shown as an integral element of youth
development. With a view to ensuring sport development as an integral aspect of
youth development and youth development as critical to accelerated national
development, the National Sports Policy 2001 lays special emphasis on "Broad-basing of
Sports”™ at the national and international levels. The Twenty Point Programme also
speaks of "Yuva Vikas" or Youth Development by providing universal access to sports in
rural and urban areas. The nation-wide rural sports infrastructure scheme christened
the Panchayat Yuva Krida Aur Khel Abhiyan (PYKKA) aims at achieving the above
mentioned objectives by providing basic sports infrastructure and equipment at the
panchayat level and encouraging sports and games in rural areas through annual
competitions at the block and district levels. PYKKA will help States in promoting
sports at the grassroots level, which they have not been able to achieve on their own
so far due to severe resource constraints. It will also deepen and widen the seedbed
of sporting talent, leading to better performances by our sportspersons in national and
international events.



As part of rationalization of schemes, their number will be reduced by bringing all
schemes under five major schemes, one each for infrastructure development (other
than PYKKA), strengthening of NSFs; support to individual sportspersons; incentives to
medal winners; and sportspersons welfare. Both broadbasing and promotion of
excellence in sports is proposed to be achieved through a holistic and multi-pronged

approach.



The Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports is functioning under the overall guidance of a
Minister, Youth Affairs & Sports, Dr. M.5. Gill and a Minister of State for Youth Affairs &
Sports, Shri Pratik Prakashbapu Patil. In April, 2008, the Ministry was bifurcated into
the Department of Youth Affairs and the Department of Sports, each under the charge
of a Secretary to the Government of India.

There are three Joint Secretaries in the Ministry. Joint Secretary (Youth Affairs and
Administration) looks after matters concerning Youth development, Nehru Yuva Kendra
Sangathan (NYKS), National Service Scheme and the work relating to General
Administration. Joint Secretary (Sports) looks after the work relating to Sports Authority
of India (5Al), Lakshmibai National University of Physical Education (LNUPE), various
National Sports Federations and other Sports Schemes like Panchayat Yuva Krida evam
Khel Abhiyan. Joint Secretary (International Sports Division) looks after matters
concerning the Commonwealth Games 2010. The matter relating to Accounts & Audit is
under the charge of a Joint Secretary & Financial Adviser who looks after the work of
this Ministry in addition to his duties in other Ministries.

The Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports has at present a sanctioned strength of 219,
comprising 37 Group ‘A’ posts, 78 Group 'B' posts (21 Gazetted and 57 Non Gazetted), 74
Group 'C’ posts and 30 Group 'D’ posts. The Organizational Chart of the Ministry is at
Annex-l,

This Department has one subordinate office i.e the National Service Scheme (NSS) and
two autonomous organizations viz. Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS), New Delhi;
and Rajiv Gandhi National Institute of Youth Development (RGNIYD)(deemed University
since October, 2008) Sriperumbudur, Tamil Nadu.
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This Department comprises:

(A) Sports Division: : It looks after the sports activities of the Department except
issues relating to Commonwealth Games 2010.

(B) Commonwealth Games-2010 Division: A separate Division was created as per
recommendation of Group of Ministers on 25.10.2004 to look after matters relating
to preparation of Commonwealth Games 2010.

Following autonomous organizations function under the administrative control of
Department of Sports:-

(i) Sports Authority of India (5Al), New Delhi

(ii) Lakshmibai National University of Physical Education (LNUPE), Gwalior, Madhya
Pradesh

(iii) National Anti-Doping Agency (NADA)
(iv) National Dope Testing Laboratory (NDTL)

In the Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports, 41 personnel belong to 5C, ST and OBC categories.
In Group ‘A’ posts, 3 officers belong to 5C category and 1 Officer belongs to OBC
category. In Group ‘B’ posts, 8 officers belong to 5C category, 5 officers belong to ST
category and 2 officials belong to OBC. In Group 'C’ posts, 9 officials belong to SC
category and 3 officials belong to OBC catetory. In Group 'D’, 6 officials belong to 5C
category, 3 officials belong to ST category and 1 official belongs to OBC category

The total budget allocation for the Ministry for 2009-10 was Rs. 3073.00 crore (BE),
comprising Rs. 2699.00 crore on the Plan side and Rs. 374.00 crore on the Non-Plan
side. RE for 2009-10 is Rs. 3706.00 crore comprising of Rs. 2967.00 crore on the Plan
side and Rs. 739.00 crore on Non-Plan side. For the year 2010-11, the total budget
estimate is Rs. 3565.00 crore (BE) comprising Rs. 2844.00 crore for Plan and Rs. 721.00
crore for Non-Plan. The details are given at Annex-Il.

The Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports has an Official Language Section comprising
sanctioned posts of Dy. Director(Q.L.}, 01 5r. Hindi Translator, 03 Junior Hindi Translators
and secretarial staff for implementation of the Official Language Act, 1963 and Official
Language Rules 1976. An Official Language Implementation Committee (OLIC) has been
constituted in the Ministry under the chairmanship of the Joint Secretary (Admn.) and
its meetings are held regularly in each quarter.



During the period under report First Sub-Committee of Parliament on Official Language
had inspected the Ministry on 28th January, 2010 to review the progressive use of
Hindi in the Ministry. The Committee observed that there was significant improvement
in the progressive use of Official Language Hindi in comparision to the previous inspection
held on 2006.

The Ministry wholeheartedly observed Hindi Fortnight from 14-30th Sep, 2009. During
the Hindi Fortnight, competition like Hindi essay writing, Hindi Noting & Drafting (For
Hindi & Non-Hindi Speaking Employees) Hindi elocution were organized.

The website of the Ministry has been made bilingual in Hindi and in English and it is
being updated regularly.

Vigilance Machinery during the period 2009-10 functioned in the Ministry under a Joint
Secretary who has been designated as the Chief Vigilance Officer. Each autonomous
organization and subordinate office in the Ministry has its own independent unit to deal
with vigilance cases.

AVigilance Awareness Week was observed in the Ministry as well as its field organizations
from from 3rd Novembor to 7th November. A pledge was taken by all the officers and
employees of this Ministry. During the week, banners and posters containing slogan
regarding awareness on vigilance were displayed. Awareness on preventive vigilance,
common irregularities leading to vigilance cases, strict adherence to honesty and
transparency etc. were emphasized.

In pursuance of the directives of the Hon'ble Supreme Court in their judgment in the
case of Vishakha & Others Vs. State of Rajasthan & Others, a Complaint Committee has
been constituted under the chairmanship of a lady Director in the Ministry of Youth
Affairs & Sports to look into the complaints of sexual harassment of women employees
in the Ministry. A complaint receieved by the Committee during last year is presently
in the final stage of its hearing. No fresh complaint has been received by the Committee
during 2009-10.

All applications under Right to Information Act, 2005 are received centrally in RTI Cell
of this Ministry which is manned by a Section Officer coordinated by Director
{Coordination). Applications are forwarded to the concerned CPIOs for sending suitable
reply to the petitioner within the stipulated time. In pursuance of the provisions
contained in Section 5 (1) of the Right to Information Act 2005, the Ministry has designated
subject wise Public Information Officers at the level of Director/Deputy Secretary and
officer at the lavel of Joint Secretaries as Appellate Authorities, under the Act. The
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details are also posted on the official website of the Ministry. Similarly all applications
on Public Grievances are also received centrally in PG Cell. Director (Admn.) has been
nominated as the Public Grievance Officer in the Ministry.

In addition, petition/complaints/suggestions and application under Right to Information
Act (RTI), 2005 are also received at the Facilitation Centre.

The Chief Controller of Accounts, Ministry of Human Resource Development brings to
the notice of this Ministry, from time to time, about the number of pending Utilisation
Certificates. Special efforts were in place to liquidate the pendency of the Utilization
Certificates. Steps have been taken for releasing of funds only to those agencies who
had submitted the Utilisation Certificates for the grants received from the Government
of India. In case of non-submission of Utilization Certificates, no further grants are
released.

Special drives and consultations with the Financial Adviser, wherever necessary, has
resulted in liquidation of pendency in large scale. Astringent action has been initiated
to take penal action against NGOs who did not furnish utilization details in respect of
Government grants. The names and addresses of the defaulting NGOs have been posted
on the Departmental Web site. Besides this, regular reminders are also issued to the
defaulting NGOs for submitting the Utilisation Certificates urgently. The year-wise
pendency of UCs is summarized in the statement given at Annex -1V,
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The details of the pending audit paras are given at Annex-V.

The Secretary of each i.e. Department of Sports & Department of Youth Affairs is the
Chief Accounting Authority. He discharges the responsibility with the help of the
Financial Adviser and the Chief Controller of Accounts of the Ministry. The Chief
Controller of Accounts, Ministry of Human Resource Development is the head of the
Accounting Organization of the Ministry.

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YOUTH DEVELOPMENT Chapter-1 J

YOUTH DEVELOPMENT

Honble Prime Minister of India in his Independence Day speech on
15th August, 2006 called upon all youth to work shoulder to shoulder
in building a new India of theirdreams. He has also assured that this
country will have great opportunities for full expressionof the skills

of youth in India.

The population of persons below the age of 35 years in India is about
70 percent of the total population. Within this, the population
between the age of 10-19 years is approximately 225 million, the
largest ever cohort of young people to make a transition to adulthood.
It is this population of young people, which constitutes, for India, a
potential demographic dividend, andfor a challenge of mega

proportions if not properly addressed and harnessed.



Chapter-2

The National Youth Policy was thoroughly revised and tabled in Parliament in December,
2003. Asenshrined in the ‘Implementation Mechanism’ of the National Youth Policy,
2003, the Committee for Action Plan of the Mational Youth Policy was constituted under
the Chairpersonship of Secretary, Minister of Youth Affairs & Sportson 13th December,
2004 to chalk out plans for implementation of the programmes and activities for all
round development of the youth. The Committee comprised of Secretararies or
representatives from concemed Ministries /Departments, representatives from prominent
Non-Government Organizations and eminent Academicians fExperts in various fields.

Based on thediscussions held in the meeting, a draft National Plan of Action for Youth
focusing eight key sectors i.e. Education, Training and Employment, Health & Family
Welfare, Preservation of Environment, Ecology and Wild Life, Recreation and Sports,
Arts and Culture, Science and Technology, Civics and Good Citizenship of the National
Youth Policy was prepared.

The Policy identifies the following thrust areas:-

. Develop qualities of citizenship and dedication to community service

. Provide the youth with proper educational and training opportunities

»  Sustain and reinforce the spirit of volunteerism amongst the youth

. Develop youth leadership in various socio-economic and cultural spheres
» Special focus on engaging rural youth in nation-building activities

. Greater female participation in youth development programmes

The Policy also identifies the following key setors of youth concerns:

+  Education

. Employment and training

. Health and family welfare

. Civics and good citizenship

Ministries and Department concerned with various youth related issues are presently
being consulted to review the National Youth Policy, 2003.

SANGATHAN (NYKS) Chapter-3

Intoduction

Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS) is an autonomous body of the Ministry of Youth
Affairs and Sports. NYKS has 501 Kendras, 28 Zonal Offices and over 3.05 lakh village
based Youth Clubs with enrollment of about 8 million volunteers. It is proposed to
extend NYKS to the remaining 122 newdistricts of the country during the current plan
period. It is the largest grass root level voluntary organization; one of the kind in the
world. It channelizes the power of youth who are in the age group of 13-35 years on
the principal of voluntarism, Self -help and participation.

The Youth Clubs enrolled with NYKS work in the areas like education and training,
awareness generation, skill development and self-employment, entrepreneurial
development, thrift and co-operation, besides development of the body through sports
and adventure and also through sustained exposure to new ideas and development
strategies. For implementation of the programmes, every district Nehru Yuva Kendra
(NYK) has a trained cadre of District Youth Coordinators, Volunteers and Youth leaders.




The primary thrust of the organization is to convert the Youth Clubs /Mahila Mandals to
a movement through making these clubs and mandals asbeing the nucleus of youth
convergence and empowerment. The Kendras are enrolling the adolescents as members
so as to make their presence felt in the executive bodies of the Youth Clubs and
Mahila Mandals. The information booklets on schemes of Central Government and
State Governments were distributed amongst the members of Youth Clubs and Mahila
Mandals, Youth Development Centres etc for their enlightenment. During 2009-10,
19639 youth in 501 districts were covered under Capacity Building of Youth inSocial
Sector Programmes so as to train and equip youth leaders with necessary knowledge
and skill to assume the responsibility at village level situation and to act as catalytic
agents of socio-economic change and over all development of the village. Besides,
Skill up-gradation Training Programme for women in 100 border/tribal fbackward
districts were also run to enable them to take up self employment activities and
through this programme 25470 women were trained through 849 programmes.

NYKS accomplishes its task through their different categories of programmes i.e.
Regular Programmes, Special Programmes and Programmes in collaboration with
International bodies. The Re gular programmes are the programmes /Sche mes assigned
by the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports. The Special Programmes are the Programmes f
Schemes undertaken in collaboration with the Ministriesf Departments of Government
of India. While Certain programmes are also implemented in collaboration with
International bodies.

NATIONAL SERVICE Chapter-4

SCHEME

National Service Scheme (NSS) is a noble experiment in academic expansion. It inculcates
the spirit of voluntary work among the students and teachers through sustained community
interactions. Over the years, NSS has emerged as India’s largest student youth movement
in linking with the community.

National Service Scheme, popularly known as NSS was launched in Gandhiji's Birth
Centenery 1969, in 37 universities involving 40,000 students with primary focus on the
development of personality of students through community service. Today, NSS has
more than 3.2 million student volunteers on its roll spread over 208 Universities in
10,313 colleges/ institutes of higher and technical education and 7542 Secondary schools
all over the country.

Programmes

The National Service Scheme has two types of programmes, viz, "Regular Activities”
and "Special Camping Programmes” undertaken by its volunteers. Under Regular Activities’,
NSS volunteers devote 120 hrs per year for two consecutive years, which includes 20
hrs. of general orientation regarding NSS and the mode of work they have to do in
their volunteership. During this period they work in their adopted villages/ slums in
the field of cleanliness, adult education, environment conservation/ protection etc.,

Special Camping provides unique opportunities to the students for group living, collective
experience sharing and constant interaction with community. Special Camping
programmes are organized generally on various developmental issues of national
importance. The current theme of Special Camping is Healthy Youth for Healthy India.
Every year 50 percent of the volunteers of each NSS Unit are expected to participate
in Special Camps which is of 7 days duration.

Funding Pattern

Union and State Governments jointly fund this programme at the ratio of 7:5 in all
States except North East Region, Sikkim and Hilly Terrains where the ratio is 3:1. In
J&K and all the Union Territories, Kendriya Vidyalayas and Navodaya Vidyalayas the
programme is fully funded by the Government of India. As per the existing norms of
the scheme expenditure of Rs. 160/ - per volunteer per annum for Regular Activities and
Rs. 300/- per volunteer per annum forSpecial Camping Programme is admissible for the
states in restof India. For North Eastern (NE)States including Sikkim, Himachal Pradesh
and other hilly areas notified by the Planning Commission the present unit cost norms
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are Rs.200/- and Rs.400/- for regular activities and special camping programmes
respectively. AtState level State NS5 Cells are established by Central Government with
full financial support to look after the inter-departmental coordination for smooth
implementation of the programme at the State level.

At National level, the Ministry of Youth Affairs &5ports looks after policyplanning and
monitoring of the scheme. A Programme Advisor’s Cell headed by a Programme Adviser
has been entrusted with assessing and monitoring the targets set for students under
NSS, and those under Special Camping Programme. 15 Regional Centres are functioning
in various States under the control of Deputy or Assistant Programme Adviser or Youth
Officer.

To train the NS5 Programme OQfficers and to equip them with the modern skills of social
development, 5 Orientation, Training and Research Centres { TORCs) and 13 Training
and Orientation Centres (TOCs) are working all over the country which are funded by
the Govt.oflIndia. These institutions run orientation as well as refresher courses for
the field functionaries associated with the N55 volunteers.

In the year 2009-10 there is a target to enroll 32.57 lakh volunteers for Regular activities
against which a number of 32,57,104 volunteers have been actually enrolled. A number
of 9121 Special Camps are to be organized in adopted villages.

During the Pulse Polio Immunization Campaign 7,68,925 children were benefited in
which 1,18,352 volunteers were involved. 35242 Units of Blood were donated by NS5
Volunteers. Apart from this regular blood donation camps, the National Voluntary Blood
Donation Day was observed throughout the country.

Special NS5 camps were organized for conducting relief and rehabilitation work in the
flood affected villages of North Karnataka involving removing of silt, creating awareness
on Prevention of Epidemic Diseases, cleaning of debris of collapsed houses, cleaning of
drainage systems etc.

With a view to promote adventure activities among student youth, Rajiv Gandhi
Adventure Scheme has been launched on 26th June, 2009 to be conducted all over the
country from Himalayan Region in the North and to kunnoor and Tekkadi in South India;
on a yearly basis for 2000 N55 Volunteers with at least 50% of the volunteers being girl
students. The adventure activities to be undertaken in these camps include trekking
(mountain and desert ), white water rafting, para-sailing, para-gliding and basic skiing.
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
