Charminar : A Magnificent Architectural beauty standing against time and an icon standing still reminding rich
glorious 400 years of history of this ciey. Four minarets measuring 48.7 mtrs from ground. The structure is 180
feet tall, housing a small mosque on the roof of the edifice. Standing amidst of shopping centers for bangalas,
Attars, Black Metal and Bridal wear. Built by the ruler Quli Qutub Shah

Golconda Fort

Located on top of a lone hill with a radius of about 3 kms with eight entrances gates. This legendry fort is the
producer of the Kohinoor diamond. Originally belonging to kakatiyas later occupied by Bahamanis. Acoustic
effect are a must for every visitor here clapping at the main gate can be heard at a distance of 61 mts high point
of the fort. Sound and light show can be also seen.

Qutub Shahi Tombs

A km away from the Golconda are these graceful structures constructed in Hindu, Persian and Pathan style of
archituecture. Opens at 9.00 am to 4.30 pm. Closed on Fridays.

Mecca Masjid
