OVERVIEW

1 Sports and games have been recognized as an integral part of human resources development.
Almost all countries of the world are making significant investment for the promotion of sports and
games. Excellent performance in Olympics and other international sperts events has become a matter of
national prestige and pride and aiso an indication of guality of human development. India had performed
well in certain sports disciplines, like Hockey, in the past. Some sportspersons, through their individual
brilliance, have aiso shown excellent performance in internafional sporis events. The performance of
India in the game of Crnicket, with the stupendous public support and vast resources, is a milestone in
sports in the country. But when we take an overall view, the performance of India in sports has not been
optimal. Absence of sports culture, lack of sufficient faciliies like qualihed coaches/specialists, sports
mfrastructure and inadequate sponsors to sportspersons for ther raiming/coaching have been found to
be some of the reasons for the sub-optimal performance. The National Sports Policy recognized the need
to bring in adequate facilties for promobion of sports and games through vanous sources. The National
Sports Development Fund (NSDF ) was established with a view to address this gap. The central purpose
of creation of the Fund is to impart momentum and flexbiity in assisting the cause of sports. It 1s expected
that the Fund should overcome the impediments that often hampered developmental activities due to the
madequacy of financial resources. The NSDF accepts mstitubons and indnviduals as equal partners of
the Governmment n the promobion and management of sports in the country. It constitutes an mportant
mitiative for enabling mshituhons and public at large to coninbute to sports related endeavors, for forging
meaningful inter-institutional parinerships, for mobilizing extra budgetary resources for sports and for
highlighting awareness thal sports indeed constitutes a crucial input to the overall process of development
In a nutshell, NSDF has been created with a view to mobilizing resources from the Government as well
as non-government organizations and individuals o prowvide the required support for promaotion of specific
sports disciplines and improving performance of Indian sports in the major international events

Institutions, Government and non-govermment organizations exclusively dealing with promotion of sporis
and indiwdual sportspersons of outstanding ability will be eligible for getting financial assistance from
NSDF for specific projects, training packages, elc.

INTRODUCTION

21 The Natonal Sports Development Fund (NSDF) was established in 1288, under the Charitable
Endowments Act 1880, vide Government of India Notification dated 12* November, 1988 The NSDF
supports sportspersons 1o excel by providing them opportunities to train under coaches of international
repule wath lechnical, scientific and psychaological support and also in gelting exposure 1o inlemational
competitions.

Miristry of Youth Affairs and Sparts has decided to give focused attention for better performance
of our athletes in Olympic and Paralympic Games 2016 and 2020 Keeping this in view, a
programme namely, Target Olympic Podium (TOP) Scheme was formulated during 2014-15 with
the aims to identity, groom and prepare potential medal prospects for 2016 and 2020 Olympic and
Paralympic Games: After detalled detberations in the Ministry, the Executive Committee-NSDF
had recommended constitution of a Committee with the scope of work for the implementation of
the TOP Scheme. Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports had accepted these recommendations and
consttuted a Committee namely 'NSDF TOP Scheme Elte Identthcation Committee’ in July 2014
with Shri Anurag Thakur, M P as Charperson and inducted few eminent sportspersons and sporls
administrators as Members of the Commitiee. Subsequently, consequent on the resignation of
Shri Anurag Thakur, the Committee was reconstituted in November 2015 with Ms.Anju Bobby
(George as Champerson.

The Commutles, inits preliminary meeting held in September 2014, [aid down the norms for selection
of the candidates under the programme; thereafler the Commiltee held several meetings o identify
and select athietes under the programme The Committee interacted with the representatives
of the National Sports Federations, Nahonal Coaches of different sports disciplines and other
experts. After detailed dehberations, the Commuttee had selected athletes in priorty disciphnes for
support under the TOP Scheme till Olympics 2016,

The athletes were identified through a process of research and in consultation with the concerned
stakeholders. Benchmark for selection of these athietes under the scheme was their perfformance
in relation to the international standards. The selecton was not just on the basis of reputation,
national rank, performance in Commonweaith and Asian Games only, but their current performance,
consistency, fitness and the laid down bench mark

The recommendations of the TOP Scheme Elite Identification Commitiee’ were approved by
the Executive Committee-NSDF and as a follow up action, the selected athietes were requested
io prepare training programme and other requirements in consuitation with the National Sports
Federations and National Coaches. Timely action for providing financial assistance to the selected
athletes for their customized traiming at Institutes having world class facilibes and other necessary
suppart was initiated by the NSDF Secretariat in consultation with the Sports Authority of India,
National Sports Federations and other stakeholders

In April, 2018, the EC-NSDF decided to drop those Athletes from the TOP Scheme who did not
qualify or did not win quota place for India for Olympics 2016 and 1o include those Athletes in TOP
Scheme who have who qualified for the Olympics 2016, Further, for faster approval of assistance
under TOP Scheme, a Sub-Committee under the Chawpersonship of Director General, Sports
Authonty of India (DG SAl) was constituted to examine the requests and release of payment
subject to the nomms of TOP Scheme and the budget entittement of the athlete

The EC-NSDF also decided about the continuance of the TOP Scheme; identification and support
of potential jurior players under NSDF and a monitoring committee to monitor the performance of

the athletes under the TOP Scheme.

After the Clympics/Paralympics 2016 were over, the TOP Scheme Ehte dentification Committee
was reconstituted under the Chairpersonship of Shr Abhinav Bindra, with 10 other eminent
persons and sports administrators, in January 2017 to start identifying the core probables for
Olympics/Paratlympecs 2020 and 2024. The Committee decided that the focused attention shouild
be given to the high prionty sporis disciplines already dentified by the Ministry for Olympics 2020,
which include Athletics, Badminton, Baxing, Shooting, Wrestling, Archery, Tennis, Weighthfing,
Hockey and Gymnastics. The reconsttuted Committee held 6(six) meetings and recommended
220 athletes for support under TOPS, gave recommendations regarding norms and critena for
identification / selection of alhletes for support under TOPS, protocols for monitoring and review
of identified athletes and funding to sportspersons indicated for violation of anti-doping rules. The
recommendations of the Committes were largely accepted

In September 2017, the EC-NSDF decided that the assistance under the TOP would be
supplementary 1o the support under ACTC and the upper mit of the assistance under TOF was
decided discipline wise. The EC also decided that each athlele selected under the TOP is to
be given out of pocket allowance @ Rs 50 000.00 (Rs Fifty Thousand onty) per month from
September, 2017. The EC medified the procedure for operation of TOP Scheme. Accordingty all
proposals under TOPS will be considered and decided by the Committee under Mission Olympic.

The Council in s 7™ meeting held on 03.01.2020 decided that sporispersons selected and
included in Development Group for 2024 should also be paid Out of Pocket Allowance of Rs.
25 000/~ per month (Rupees Twenty Five Thousand only). Their performance would be regularly
monitored. The base of Development Group would be expanded covenng 2028 games.

National Sports Development Fund (NSDF) prowvides fund for the operation of the programme.
