Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports has decided to give focused attention for better performance of our
athletes in Olympic and Paralympic Games 2016 and 2020. Keeping this inview, a programme namely,
Target Olympic Podium (TOP) Scheme was formulated during 2014-15 with the aim to identify, groom
and prepare potential medal prospects for 2016 and 2020 Olympic and Paraiympic Games. Afer
detaiied deliberations in the Ministry. the Executive Commitiee-NSDF had recommended constitulion
of a Commillee with the scope of work for the implementation of the TOP Scheme. Ministry of Youth
Affairs and Spons had accepled these recommendations and consiituled a Committee namely
‘NSDF TOP Scheme Elite ldentfication Committea’ in July 2014 with Shn Anurag Thakur, M P as
Chanrperson and inducied few eminent sporispersons and sports administraiors as Members of the
Committee. Subsequently, consequent on the resignation of Shr Anurag Thakur, the Commitiee was
reconstituted in November 2015 with M= Anju Bobby George as Chairperson

The Commitiee, in its preliminary meeting held in Sepltember 2014 Iaid down the norms for selection
of the candidates under the programme, thereafler the Commitlee held several meelings 1o dentity
and select athletes under the programme. The Commitlee interacled with the representatives of the
National Sporis Federations, National Coaches of different sports disciplines and other experts. After
getafled deliberations, the Commitiee had selected athletes in prionty disciplines for suppon under
the TOP Scheme till Olympics 2016

The athletes were identified through a process of research and in consultation with the concemed
stakeholders. Benchmark for selection of these athletes under the scheme was their performance
in refation 10 the inlermnational standards. The selection was nol jusl on the basis of reputation,
national rank, performance in Commonwealth and Asian Games anly, but their current performance,
consistency, fitness and the |2id down bench mark.

The recommendations of the 'TOP Scheme Elile ldentificalion Commillee’ were approved by the
Executive Commitiee-NSDF and as a follow up action, the selected athleles were requested 1o prepare
training programme and other reguirements in consultation with the Mational Sports Federations
and Mational Coaches. Timel action for providing financial assisiance o the selected athletes for
their customized traimning a1 Institutes having world class faciliies and other necessany support was
initiated by the NSDF Secretarial in consullation with the Sports Authority of india, National Sports
Federations and olher stakehokders

who have who quaiified for the Clympics 2016 Further, for faster approval of assistance under TOP
Scheme, 2 Sub-Committee under the Chalrpersonship of Director General, Sports Authority of India
(DG SAl) was constituted to examine the requests and release of payment subject to the norms of
TOP Scheme and the budget entitement of the athlete.

The EC-NSDF also decided about the continuance of the TOP Scheme; identification and support of
potential junior playvers under NSDF and a monitoring commities to monitor the performance of the
athietes under the TOP Scheme

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7.7 Afer the Qlympics/Paralympics 2016 were over, the TOP Scheme Elile ldentification Committee
was reconstiuted under the Chairpersonship of Shri Abhinav Bindra, with 10 other eminent persons
and sporis administrators, in January 2017 to start dentifying the core probables for Olympics!
Paralympics 2020 and 2024 The Commitiee decided that the focused attention should be given
to the high priority sports disciplines already identified by the Ministry for Olympics 2020, which
include Athletics, Badminton, Boxing, Shooting, Wrestling, Archery, Tennis, Weightlifling, Hockey and
Gymnastics. The reconstituted Commitiee held 6(six) meetings and recommended 220 athletes for
support under TOPS, gave recommendations regarding norms and critena for identification / selection
af athietes for support under TOPS. protocois for monitoring and review of idenfified athletes and
funding lo sporispersons indicaled for vioiation of antidoping rules. The recommendations of the
Committee were largely accepted.

T-8. InSeptember2017, the EC-NSDF decided that the assistance under the TOP would be suppiementary
io the support under ACTC and the upper limit of the assistance under TOP was decided discipline
wise. The EC also decided that each athlete selecied under the TOP is to be given out of pocket
allowance @ Rs 50,000.00 (Rs Fifty Thousand only) per month from Seplember, 2017, The EC
modified the procedure for operation of TOP Scheme. Accordingly all proposals under TOPS will be
considered and decided by the Committee under Mission Clympic.

79, The Council inits 7™ meeting held on 03.01.2020 decided that sporispersans selected and included in
Cevelopmen! Group for 2024 should also be paid Oul of Pockel Allowance of Rs. 25 000/- per month

A.1.1 Current Liability and Provision |Schedule-T)-Rs. 0.05 crore

A.1.1.1 The above does nol include an amount of Rs. 1.37 lakh being expendilure incurred on wage bill of
outsourcing staff in NSDF for the month or March 2022 but paid in July 2022, This resulted In understatement
of Cumrent Liability and overstatement of Capital Fund by Rs. 1.37 lakh. Defict of Income over Expenditure
5 also undersiated to the same extent.
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A.2 Assels
A.2.1 Current Assets, Loans & Advances (Schedule-11)-Rs 124.79 crore

A.2.1.1 Financial assisiance of Rs. 528 [akh released as advance o athletes for purchase of training
equipment and training had been booked as final expenditure. This resulted in understatement of
Current Assels (Loans and Advances) as well as Capital/Corpus Funds by Rs. 528 lakh. This issue was
also reported in previous year report but no action was taken by NSDF

B. Receipts & Payments Account

B.1 The above includes an amount of Rs. 5.00 crore from Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports for
promoiion of sports which was sanctioned on 31 March 2022 but received on 2 Apnl 2022. The same
was depicted as receipts under Receipls & Paymenis Account. Since the amount was not received
during 2021-22, the same should not have been shown in Recelpts & Payments Account This resulted
in cwerstatement of Receipts by Rs. 5.00 crore.

C. General

C.1 As per Annexure-| of Schedule-11, an amount of Rs. 52 98 crore has been depicied as closing

balance in Fixed Deposits in Punjab National Bank which includes interest received of Rs. 2.38 crore
and further reinvested in the same bank. FD wise details of Rs. 2.38 crore was nol made availabie to

audit. In absence of which, audit could not venty the figure Rs. 2.38 crore.

C.2 Inschedule-3 (Earmarked/Endowment Funds), an amount of Rs. 7.00 crore [SBI. Rs. 5.00 crore
and Alrport Authority of India (AAl). Rs. 2.00 crore] was depicted which was received in the year 2020-21
out of Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) contribution received from 5Bl and AAl for utilisation on
athiete of Targel Olympic Podium Scheme being implemented by the Sports Authority of India (SAl)
However, incomefinlerest earmed on this amount has not been reflected under this schedule

C.2 There was a closing balance of Rs. 4.34 crore as per UCs for the year 2020-21. However, asper
UCs for the year 2021-22, opening balance of Rs. 3 24 crore was taken. Thus, there was a difference of
Rs. 1.10 crore in closing and opening balances, which needs reconclliation. Further, unadjusted advances
of Rs.10.12 crore (2020-21: Rs.3.69 crore and 2021-22° Rs. 6.43 crore) were shown in the UCs for the
year 2020-21 and 2021-22. This was also not disclosed in Schdule-24 "Notes to Account”

C.4 Out of Rs. 6.18 crore given In 2018-19 to SAl towards support to Schoolinstitutions In Rural Areas
in Jaipur. an amount of Rs. 1.30 crore only was refunded by SAl and UC for the remaining amount of
Rs. 4.89 crore was pending as of December 2022, Further, interest eamed on Rs. 6.18 crore was also
not remitted by SAl o NSDF

C.5 A huge amount of Rs. 1.41 crore was receivable on account of TDS as of 31.3.2022 as March
detailed below -

Al the beginning of 2021-22, NSDF had an opening balance of Capital/Corpus Fund of Rs. 151.71 crore
and NSDF had received Rs. 5.00 crore as contribution from the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sporls. Besides,
it had also received contribution of Rs. 15.11 crore from other agencies and eamed Iinterest income of Rs.
539 crore and other income of Rs. 0.02 crore. Against the total available funds of Rs_ 177 .23 crore, NSDF
incurred an expenditure of Rs. 59.49 crore during the vear with closing batance of Rs. 117 74 crore

E. Lack of Response

The draft SAR was Issued to National Sports Development Fund on 20.01.2023. Replies on the draft SAR
has not been received within the stipulated time of 14 days.
